Application directions for Registered Thai Therapist (RTT and RTT Advanced) 
There are two levels of Registered Thai Therapist: RTT & RTT Advanced
1) Requirements for Registered Thai Therapist (RTT) are 200 hours of formal documented study of traditional Thai massage (Nuad Boran, Thai yoga massage, etc.) plus a minimum of 50 documented practice sessions. The study must have been completed in traditional style, on the floor. At least eighteen months (and no more than 4 years) must have elapsed since your first study. RTTs must pursue study with at least two (2) different teachers or schools, one of which must be a member of THAI. Foot massage, reflexology, ruesee dat ton, tok sen, or hybrid forms of Thai massage are not acceptable for this level of membership. 
2) Requirements for Registered Thai Therapist, Advanced  (RTT Advanced)
Minimum requirements are 350 hours of supervised training by Thai massage instructors or schools around the world. The great majority of your study must have been completed in traditional style, on the floor. Members at RTT Advanced level must study with at least three (3) different teachers or schools, at least one of which must be affiliated with THAI, over a minimum period of three (3) years. No more than 30% of your total study can be undocumented, in other words, without certificates or other proof of study. An additional 10 hours of study must be related to cultural disciplines such as Thai Herbal Medicine, complementary Thai healing arts, Southeast Asian or Buddhist studies, Thai language study, Thai cooking, and other related cultural activities. A trip to Thailand automatically qualifies for this requirement. In addition, the applicant must have completed 300 logged hours of hand-on private practice.

REMEMBER: You must include documentation of a minimum of 10 practice sessions with your application.  If you have not already done so in a previous application to THAI, you must include detailed notes of 10 Thai massage sessions with this application. You must also include photocopies of all your study certificates (minimum 200 hours for RTT, and minimum 350 hours for RTT Advanced). You must also supply a blank copy of your client intake form; the form that you use to record your clients’ health history and other information. Section 2 D – Cultural Discipline Requirement (for RTT Advanced only)

I agree to practice Thai massage only in appropriate places.

I agree to maintain a spiritual approach to my professional healing practice, and to continually work through my practice for the betterment of myself, my clients and mankind.
