Requirements for Instructor (Teacher) membership are 500 hours of formal study of traditional Nuad Boran (Thai massage, Thai yoga massage, etc.) plus an additional 20 hours of related Thai cultural disciplines, plus 500 hours of hands-on practice. The first course you wish to be approved by THAI must have been previously taught by you on at least one previous occasion, and you must have been teaching for a minimum period of one year. You must have been practicing nuad boran for a minimum period of three years, and the great majority of your study must have been completed in traditional Thai style, on the floor. 

Requirements for Institution (School) membership: The institution must be an organization, operating in owned or rented  premises, or in multiple, affiliated centers. The Director/owner of the school may or may not be the main teacher of Thai-related disciplines. The main teacher (head Instructor) of Thai-related disciplines must meet all the requirements of Instructor described above. The head instructor must have previously taught a course or workshop on at least one occasion, and must have been teaching for a minimum period of one year.  The head Instructor must have been practicing nuad boran for a minimum period of three years. Any other Thai massage Instructors in the school must be active members of THAI at the RTT Advanced level.

(A) - Hands on practice documentation – 500 hours
2.3) Read the declaration, and indicate your consent by entering your name in the space provided. You must also supply a blank copy of your client intake form; the form that you use to record your clients’ health history and other information. If you do not have your own, you may use THAI’s session notes and intake forms. A sample of the THAI Form is enclosed with this application.
(B) – Documented Study of the main instructor

In the white space below each heading, list the course name, teacher and/or school, location, date, and total hours of each course studied by the main teacher. (Use the tab key to move from one column to the next.) Any combination of classes or workshops qualify, but the total formal study must equal or exceed five hundred (500) hours, plus a minimum of 20 hours of related cultural disciplines.  If any of the required 500 hours of formal study were taught by a teacher or school that did not give you a certificate, you must also list that study here.  Please note: all formal training must be documented with certificates or transcripts, and you must include photocopies of your study with this application. If you have any undocumented study hours (no certificates), your application will be reviewed by the THAI Membership Committee and you will be contacted personally.

As an Instructor / School with Thai Healing Alliance, you are expected to maintain the highest level of standards and ethics, and to remain faithful to basic rules of conduct. Section 5 – Curriculum Guidelines

General information - This part of the application is for describing the courses and workshops you teach which will be listed with THAI. You must submit a separate Guidelines page for each program, course or workshop you teach. Variations of the same workshop must also be submitted separately. For example, if you teach beginner’s Thai massage in a weekend format, but you also teach one day beginner’s courses in Thai massage, you must submit a separate Guidelines page for each of these courses, and must indicate the variations in time format and study content. The response areas in this application will expand automatically to accommodate all of your text, but try to keep to one page per course. There are three Section 5 pages (Approved Curriculum Guidelines) included with Form E.  You may submit up to three courses for approval at the time of your application. Once you are accepted as an approved provider in THAI, you may easily submit additional courses. You may only submit for approval the course(s) you are currently teaching.  Remember, the instructor must have previously taught each course you wish to be approved by THAI on at least one previous occasion, must have been practicing traditional nuad boran  for at least 3 years, and must have been teaching for a minimum period of one year. You must have previously taught one course you wish to be approved by THAI on at least one previous occasion. 
Enter the Instructor name, and  if you are already a member of THAI, enter your THAI member number.

1) Enter the official name for your course or workshop, and in the space to the right, enter the total number of study hours in this course. (Study hours should reflect the actual number of hours during which students are engaged in direct study and practice of subject matter, and may not reflect lunch breaks or extended study or practice of auxiliary disciplines such as yoga, meditation, etc.)
2) Place an “X” in the “yes” box to designate if the course is taught only by you. If there are other teachers or teaching

assistants for this course, they must have the training required for members of THAI at the RTT Advanced  level. If there are other teachers, check the “no” box, and list the names and THAI membership numbers of any others involved in teaching this course.
